An amount of Rs.5204.57 Crores have been financed to units functioning in Bihar by
SBI, PNB, Indian Bank & Indian Overseas Bank by their branches operating outside
the State and the amount has been taken into account for calculating the CD ratio.
Amount under RIDF, Sanctioned and Outstanding, as advised by NABARD, are
Rs.20017.80 Crores and Rs.8669.57 Crores respectively.

It is worth mentioning that the CD Ratio of the State stood at 44.54% as at the end of
December 2020 which could have improved further by 295 basis points to 47.49%,
had the State Government utilised the total amount of Rs.20017.80 Crores (as on
31.12.2020) sanctioned under RIDF.

5.3 Stipulating Time Frame for Recovery of dues involved in
Certificate Cases filed by banks under PDR Act

A large number of certificate cases filed by banks under PDR Act are pending for
disposal in the districts. These cases not only lock a good amount of lendable funds

but also drain out human resources due to their infinitely staggered continuance /
disposal.

Govt. of Bihar is requested by SLBC forum to look into the matter and consider

amendment in related policy by stipulating a definite time frame for disposal of
certificate cases filed by Banks under PDR Act.
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5.4 Prompt Action by District Administration under SARFAESI Act.

Application from banks for taking physical possession of property under Section 13 (4)
of SARFAESI Act remains pending for unduly long periods in the offices of DMs. This
concern emerged as an action point in previous SLBC meetings in compliance to
which GoB has sent letters to all DMs. However, considering the pendency involved
and its impact on lendable funds, GoB is requested to issue specific instructions to the
district authorities for quick and proactive disposal of the applications within the
stipulated time frame. This will help in reduction of NPAs, freeing funds for further
lending and improving their performance under ACP.

Bank of Baroda, Corporate Office, Mumbai, vide their Letter No.BCC/RECY/112/1246,
dated 14.08.2020 has requested SLBC, Bihar to take up the matter.

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6 Review of 100 Top & Bottom Performing bank
branches

With a view to promote healthy competition and recognize efforts put in by individual
branches of all the member banks, it was decided during the 66th Review meeting
of the SLBC held on 01.12.2018 that Department of Finance, Govt. of Bihar will carry
out the ranking of 100 Top and 100 Bottom Performing Bank branches operating in
the State. As decided by Department of Finance, Govt. of Bihar, this ranking was
decided on the basis of the performance of the branch in two areas:

e (CD Ratio
e Achievement under ACP

Rank = CD Ratio + Achievement (%) under ACP

However, during the 68th SLBC meeting it was found that even bank branches having
very low ACP achievements were ranked high due to their high CD Ratio only. So, it
was suggested to carry out hence forth the ranking solely on the basis of ACP
achievement. Accordingly, the Department of Finance, Govt. of Bihar has grouped
banks in two categories and has advised district administration and LDMs to share the
information as follows:

(i). Group —“A”: Public Sector Banks + RRBs + Cooperative Banks
5 High Performing Branches in the districts

10 Low Performing Branches in the districts

(i) Group —"B”: Private Sector Banks + Small Finance Banks

S High Performing Branches in the districts

5 Low Performing Branches in the districts

The performance under ACP Achievement is to be reported with a condition that:

For June, September & December quarters branches achieVing more than district
average ACP Achievement will be included under High Performing Branches.

For March quarter, branches only with ACP Achievement above 50% be included
under High Performing Branches.

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7  Review of financing to MSME Sector

In terms of the recommendations of the Prime Minister's Task Force on MSMEs, banks
have been advised to achieve:

() 20 % year-on-year growth in credit to Micro and Small Enterprises,
(i) 10 % annual growth in the number of Micro Enterprise accounts and

(iii) 60 % of total lending to MSE sector as on corresponding quarter of the previous
year to Micro Enterprises.

As per the new revised reporting guidelines issued by RBI on Priority Sector lending-
Targets and Classification vide RBI Master Circular no. Master Direction
FIDD.CO.Plan.1/04.09.01/2016-17 dated July 7, 2016 (updated upto 05 December
2019) and vide circular no. FIDD.CO.Plan.BC.18/04.09.01/2017-18 dated March 01,
2018, Micro, Small & Medium Enterprises comprises Manufacturing and Service
Sector under (i) Micro Enterprises (ii) Small Enterprises (iii) Medium Enterprises (iv)
Khadi & Village Industries Sector (KVI) and (v) Other finance to MSMEs.

8.2  Crop Insurance under KCC Scheme

As per RBI Circular No.RBI/2018-19/10 FIDD.CO. FSD.BC.No.6/ 05.05.010/ 2018-19
dated 04.07.2018, insurance of crops of all borrower farmers is mandatory. However,
GoB has exited the National Crop Insurance Scheme resulting in non-insurance of
Crops under KCC Scheme of Banks.

The issue was raised in the 66th SLBC meeting. Responding to the action point on the
issue, RBI clarified that since crop insurance aims at mitigating the financial loss of
farmers in case of crop loss due to natural calamities, mandatory crop insurance
prescribed by RBI is justified.

The Registrar (Cooperative Societies) , GoB have, vide their letter no. 11095 dated
24.12.2018, advised that there is no provision for insurance of crops of the KCC
Loanee Farmers under the “Bihar Rajya Fasal Sahayata Yojana” launched by GoB.

The matter of Crop Insurance and its impact on lending to farmers was raised in 67t&
68" SLBC meetings also. SLBC took up the issue also with Department of Agriculture,
Cooperation & Farmers Welfare, and Department of Financial Services, Government
of India and Bihar Government.

SLBC was advised by RBI, Patna their letter no. letter FIDD(Pat)No./77/02.01.001/
2019-20 dated July 15, 2019 , to convey the member banks the following instruction
on mandatory crop insurance for KCC:

"Member_banks to sanction credit facilities under KCC scheme to eligible farmers
without insisting on mandatory coverage under crop insurance till such time an
insurance scheme is notified for the concerned crops by the Govt. of Bihar.”

SLBC has accordingly advised to all member banks vide letter no. SLBC/CM/2019-
20/117 dated 19.07.2019 which is placed at Page No.62.

8.3 Doubling of Farmers’s income

Agriculture being the pivot of economic development of the State, it is imperative to
make a drastic increase in credit outlay to Farm Sector. Looking at the small size of
land holdings, increasing cost of inputs, absence of access to large markets by small
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farmers and limited capacity of investment in these land holdings, exploiting the
~ opportunities of big ticket size Agri-loans should be emphasized. Financing to Farmer
Producer Organisations is one of such opportunities. NABARD is already extending
necessary help and handholding to FPOs in Bihar. But financing to FPOs is still to
kick-start. Financing schemes covered under DEDS of NABARD may also help in
increasing farmers’ income. NABARD is requested to liaise with Banks and arrange
necessary training for Bank officials to make them conversant with the various facets
of FPO financing and DEDS.

With the formation of Regional Advisory Council on Off-Farm Sector at NABARD,
Patna, it is expected that preparation and execution of appropriate policies & plans
would take place expeditiously. This would have a positive impact on increasing
farmers’ income.

8.4  Special drive to issue KCC to farmers for Agriculture & Allied
Activities

Govt. of India had launched a special drive for covering all PM KISAN beneficiaries
under KCC Scheme. The drive which started on 10" February 2020 and continued till
April 2020 has created a positive impact and a good number of KCCs have been
sanctioned. The sanction and issue of KCC to all remaining eligible PM KISAN
beneficiaries is being monitored closely with the banks for its completion.

As part of the Prime Minister's package for farmers, Hon'ble Finance Minister has
announced to cover 2.5 crore farmers under KCC scheme in a mission mode to
facilitate credit to the farm sector of the economy. In this regard, Department of
Agriculture Cooperation and Farmers Welfare (DAC&FW), Gol vide their letter dated
21.05.2020 have requested the State / UT administrations to take necessary
measures for sanction and issue of KCC to all eligible PM KISAN beneficiaries.

To address the credit needs of farmers engaged in activities related to Animal
Husbandry & Fisheries, the department of Animal Husbandry & Dairying (DAHD), Gol
has decided to simultaneously launch a special drive effective from 1t June 2020 to
provide KCC to dairy farmers belonging to Milk Unions & Milk Producing Companies.
During this special campaign, banks are advised to make all efforts to ensure:

(i) Saturation of all the PM KISAN beneficiaries under KCC by issue of fresh KCC or
enhancement of existing limit or activation of the inoperative KCC account.

ii) Issue of KCC to the eligible farmers as per application received in the revised format
by issue of fresh KCC, enhancement of existing limit or activation of the inoperative
KCC account. :

iif) Further, in order to provide the farmers with the much needed social security,
eligible farmers may also be enrolled for the following schemes through auto debit
facility:
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(i) Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY)

(i) Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojana (PMJJBY)

Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Gol have issued necessary
instructions on the aforementioned subject vide their letter no. F.No.3/12/2020 AC

dated 29.05.2020.

8.5 Determination of Crop Season

Crop Season is necessary for ascertaining repayment due dates and delinquencies in
case of agricultural loans. RBI, Regional Office, Bihar had advised SLBC, Bihar to
determine the crop season for various crops grown in the state. Accordingly, SLBC
has requested Agriculture Department, Govt. of Bihar to carry out the necessary
exercise and put up a report to SLBC for confirmation.
Once the Crop Season Report is placed before SLBC and is approved by it, the same

will be shared with RBI.

The COVID-19 pandemic and consequent lockdowns have adversely impacted the
livelihoods of street vendors.

The PM Street Vendor's AtmaNirbhar Nidhi (PM SVANidhi) scheme, which was
launched by Central Government on June 01, 2020 amid the COVID-19 pandemic, is
a micro-credit facility that provides urban street vendors a collateral-free loan (Working
Capital) of Rs.10,000 with low rates of interest for a period of one year with a view to
empower street vendors by not only extending loans to them but also for their holistic
development and economic upliftment.

On timely or early repayment, the vendors will be eligible for the next cycle of working
capital loan with an enhanced limit. The vendors, availing loan under the scheme, are
eligible to get an interest subsidy @ 7%. The interest subsidy amount will be credited
into the borrower’s account on quarterly intervals.

Application for the loan can be filled on the website www.pmsvanidhi.mohua.gov.in or
by visiting a nearby banking outlet. Documents can also be uploaded on the PM
SVANidhi mobile application.

DHAN YOJANA (PMJDY)

A complaint was received by Department of Financial Services, Govt. of India
regarding fraud by providing hoax details to the complainant. The complainant, on
seeing an advertisement for loan, bearing the picture of Hon’ble Prime Minister and

30




name of PMJDY and address of Department of Financial Services (DFS), contacted
on the suggested number. As advised over phone, he submitted documents in order
to get his loan sanctioned. After submitting the same, he was offered a sanction letter
bearing the picture of Hon’ble Prime Minister, mentioning the address of Mission
Office, DFS along with logo of PMJDY with stamps under the name of PMJDY and
Reserve Bank of India. He was further asked to deposit some amount as agreement
charges which he deposited. Later on he could know that entire transaction was
fraudulent.

It would be pertinent to mention that PMJDY is a flagship programme being
implemented by Gol and there is no provision of disbursement of loans by RBI or DFS.
Any financial support by way of overdrafts or otherwise are extended by commercial
banks only.

Banks may take measures to educate the public against the misuse of the name / logo
of PMJDY. SLBC, Bihar has displayed a notice on its web site informing the public to
exercise caution against such fraudulent activities. Member banks have also been
requested to place notice / advertisement on their websites informing public to guard
against such fraudulent activities.

10.6 Stand Up India

Stand up India Programme was launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister on April 05,
2016. The objective of the Stand-up India is to facilitate bank loans between Rs.10

11.1 Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojana (PMJJBY)

PMJJBY provides an insurance coverage at a very low premium. Under the scheme
any saving bank account holder aged between 18 to 50 years can be insured for a
sum of Rs.2.00 lacs against death on a payment of yearly premium of Rs.330/- only,
which will be debited from his saving account.

11.2 Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY)

PMSBY is a social security scheme in which persons having savings bank account
and aged between 18 to 70 years can be insured for a sum of Rs.2.00 lacs against
accidental death on a payment of a paltry premium of Rs.12/- per year. The coverage
is available also in case of complete or partial disability. The yearly premium is to be
debited automatically from the SB A/C on the basis of authorisation by the customer.
The insurance will be valid from 1st June to 31t May each year and is renewable.

11.3 Atal Pension Yojana (APY)

Persons aged between 18 to 40 years not having any social security coverage are
eligible under Atal Pension Yojna. The scheme is mainly targeted at workers of
unorganised sector. After attaining the age of 60 years contributors to the scheme will
get a monthly pension between Rs.1000 to Rs.5000 per month depending upon their
monthly contribution. After the death of pensioner and his/her spouse, their nominee
will be paid a lump-sum amount.

11.4 Steps to be initiated by Banks for popularising Social Security
Schemes

PRAGATI ( Proactive Governance and Timely Implementation ) meeting to review
Social Security Schemes was held under the chairmanship of Hon'ble Prime Minister
on January 22, 2020. The meeting reviewed the performance of PMJJBY & PMSBY
Schemes in terms of enrolment, claims settlement, grievance redressal and overall
benefits to the people at large across the nation and an urgent need was felt on
augmenting the reach and efficiency of PMJJBY & PMSBY Schemes.

Department of Financial Services , Govt. of India has shared the concerns raised in
the PRAGATI meeting in respect of implementation of PMJJBY and PMSBY Schemes
with Reserve Bank of India and requested to advise banks to take the following actions
for increasing the coverage and spreading awareness among targeted beneficiaries
under these schemes :

a. Conduct periodic publicity campaigns with special focus on rural areas at regular
intervals for creating awareness about benefits of Social Security Schemes.

b. Streamline procedures and leverage technology to speed up claim settlement
process and improve outreach.

c. Ensure that no eligible Jan Dhan account holder is left out from availing the risk
covers under PMJJBY & PMSBY.

d. Enrol beneficiaries of other government schemes like PM Ujjawala, PM Kisan,
MGNREGA etc. under the Schemes.




e. Use SMS and other digital platforms to make account holders aware of the Schemes
and also to seek auto debit mandate from them.

f. Leverage Marketing Channels like Banking Correspondents (BCs) for ensuring Pan
India Coverage and innovative ways be devised for motivating the field level
functionaries for enhancing enrolments, especially under PMJJBY & PMSBY.

g. Fix target of fresh enrolment under PMJJBY & PMSBY to enhance enrolment.

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12.2 DBT & Status of Mobile/ Aadhar Seeding

DBT has emerged as a very important & useful tool in administrating financial benefits
related schemes of Gol& GoB. With the growing number of DBT beneficiaries day by
day, the challenges before the banks for effecting quick and successful DBT
transactions has also grown manifold. In order to minimize the instances of failed
transactions, proper Aadhar Seeding & Mobile Number Seeding and authentication
with UIDAI of bank accounts of the beneficiaries are the only way out.

The DBT user departments may ensure, beforehand, the availability of Aadhar
Seeding & Mobile Number Seeding with bank accounts of the beneficiaries from the
related banks to avoid transaction failures. These Departments should update and
correct their account number data base before submitting the same to banks for DBT
to minimize the failed transactions and delay in receipt of funds by the beneficiaries.
The remitting bank branches should provide details of failed transactions to the
concerned customer departments immediately for correction.

From the data presented in the above table, it can be seen that out of a total of 10.19
Crore active accounts in the State, 6.25 Crore (61.38%) are seeded with Mobile
Numbers, 8.09 Crore (79.35%) are Aadhar seeded and 5.60 Crore (54.93 %) are
authenticated with the UIDAI. Also, 69.22 % of Aadhar seeded accounts are
authenticated with UIDAI.

12.3 Expanding and Deepening of Digital Ecosystem in Jehanabad
District '

A Meeting of the RBI Governor with the CEOs of the Public Sector Banks and the Chief
Executive of Indian Banks’ Association was held on July 19, 20109.

In the above Meeting, the Governor underlined the importance of expanding and
deepening digital payments ecosystem in line with the recommendations of the Report
of the Committee on Deepening of Digital Payments (Chairman: Shri Nandan Nllekam)
and Reserve Bank’s Payment System Vision Document 2021.

As per the suggestions of the RBI Governor, it was agreed that Banks will identify one
District in each state to make it 100% digitally enabled, within a time frame of one
year (October 2020) in close co-ordination and collaboration with all stakeholders,
including SLBCs, State Governments, Regional offices of RBI, etc.

In this connection, IBA has sent a communication to PSBs, which have the Lead Bank
Responsibility, to advise the SLBC Convenors to identify one District in each State to
make it 100% digitally enabled and to hold discussions with all Banks operating in the
identified District, on various steps to achieve the target. IBA has also advised PSBs
that the SLBC Convenors should identify a Project Officer for the proposed task, for
each State.

RBI reiterated the above instruction vide their letter no. RBI/2019-20/79 dated
07.10.2019 sent to all SLBC Convenor banks and added that the selected district
should be from the Aspirational Districts.

Accordingly Jehanabad district has been selected in Bihar for making it 100% digitally
enabled.

A meeting of the SLBC Sub-Committee on Digital Payments was held on 18.12.2019
in which the matter of 100% digitization of Jehanabd district was discussed. It was
decided to form an implementation Committee to oversee progress made towards
100% digitization.

In compliance to the Action Point of the above meeting, an Implementation
Committee has been formed with the following members:

i. Reserve Bank of India

ii. NABARD

iii. State Bank of India

iv. Punjab National Bank

v.. Bank of India

vi. Allahabad Bank ( since merged with Indian Bank)
vii. Bank of Baroda |
viii. Dakshin Bihar Gramin Bank

ix. India Post Payments Bank

Two meetings of the Implementation committee have been held.
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Also a meeting with all stake holders was organised at Jehanabad on 25.02.2020. It
was presided over by SBI General Manager and Convenor SLBC and was attended by
representatives from RBI, NABARD, representatives of all banks operating in
Jehanabad district and LDM Jehanabad.

Quarterly progress report on Jehanabad Digi District Programme is submitted to RBI,
Regional office Patna.

As on 31.01.2021, out of 10,07,540 total eligible operative Savings Bank Accounts,
9,24,570 i.e. 91.77% accounts are covered by at least one digital banking product like
internet banking, debit card, mobile banking, UPI, USSD,AEPS etc. Out of 13,885
eligible operative current account holders, 7,953 were having internet banking, 3,051
are having PoS or QR Code & 4,061 are having mobile banking i.e. 10,606 current
accounts are covered by atleast one digital mode which is 76.38% of total eligible
operative current accounts.

It is evident from the above data that extension of credit by banks in the Most Affected
LWE Districts in Bihar has decreased by 1.11 % (Rs. 74 Crores) during the FY 2020-
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21 as compared to the corresponding Q3 of last FY 2019-20.

The CD ratio of Aurangabad and Gaya districts has increased whereas CD ratio of
Jamui and Lakhisarai districts has decreased during the FY 2020-21 as compared to
the corresponding Q3 of last FY 2019-20.

12.5 Targeted Financial Inclusion Intervention Programme (TFIIP)

Targeted Financial Inclusion Intervention Programme (TFIIP ) is a flagship initiative of
the Government of India under Aspirational District Programme (ADP) of NITI Aayog.
The programme aims to quickly and effectively transform these districts.

Initially the programme was launched in 40 shortlisted Aspirational Districts including
Aurangabad, Banka, Gaya & Sheikhpura districts of Bihar. Subsequently, Department
of Financial Services vide their Letter F.No. 6/4/2021-Fl) (C-300479681), dated
10.02.2021, advised that the programme has been extended to 112 Aspirational
Districts including 13 districts in Bihar which are mentioned in the table below :

13 Discussion on Policy Matters

13.1 Involvement of LDMs by District Authorities under “Bihar Lok
Shikayat Nivaran Adhikar Adhiniyam, 2015”

Lead District Managers are being involved in investigating / replying / presenting
complaint cases filed by complainants under Bihar Lok Shikayat Nivaran Adhikar
Adhiniyam = 2015. This issue was flagged by the LDMs in their meetings with SLBC
on 09.11.2018 and 31.01.2019. They maintained that Bihar Right to Public Grievance
Redressal Act, 2015 read with Bihar Right to Public Grievance Redressal Rules, 2016
is not applicable in respect of banking services. This issue was also raised in the 661&
67""SLBC meeting. -

SLBC has requested Government of Bihar to look into the issue and instruct District
Administration not to involve LDMs in grievance redressal so that they can discharge
their functions as envisaged in the Lead Bank Scheme.

Finance Department, GoB has requested the General Administration Department,

GoB, vide their letter no. 750 dated 28.02.2020 to carry out necessary changes in this
regard. However, the change is still awaited.
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13.2 Waiver/ Rationalisation of stamp duty

Each agreement in Bihar attracts a stamp duty of Rs. 1000/-. In any loan around five
to six agreements are executed between banks and borrowers which cost them Rs.
5000/- to Rs. 6000/-. Even in the case of PMEGP loans, the borrowers are required to
pay Rs. 5000/- to Rs. 6000/- as stamp duty. GoB may consider to waive or reduce
stamp duty substantially, say Rs. 100/- or Rs. 200/- per agreement, in case of loan
agreements by PMEGP beneficiaries. It would boost entrepreneurship and act as an
incentive for setting up new businesses.

Banks are geared up to extend loans to various sectors in line with packages
announced by Govt. of India for Aatm Nirbhar Bharat to tide over the COVID-19
crisis. Govt. has come out with Guaranteed Emergency Credit Line scheme wherein
the existing & needy MSME units, including PMMY borrowers, will be provided 20%
additional financial assistance by banks. In the present scenario when all the economic
activities are reeling under stress, the expenditure on account of stamp duty will be an
additional expenditure. The State Govt., therefore, may consider to waive stamp duty
on loans upto Rs. 10 lakhs under MSME.

Waiver / Reduction of stamp duty on mortgages/ agreements for agricultural loan
purposes, irrespective of loan amount, will be a shot in the arm in agriculture credit off-
take. Govt. of Bihar is requested to consider the same.

13.3 Digitization of land records & Online Issuance of LPC

GoB has started issuance of Land Possession Certificate Online to speed up credit
extension by Banks.

GoB is also requested to allow Banks to access these land records to mark online their
charges on land against the security of which loans have been granted by them. -

13.4 E-Stamping of Bank Guarantee

IBA Managing Committee has approved a proposal to examine the feasibility of end
to end digitization of trade process and to support the programme of Ease of Doing
Business. A Working Group was constituted for the purpose which has suggested the
Modalities for implementation of “Automated e-Stamping (AES)”. IBA has requested
to discuss the e-Stamping of Bank guarantees in SLBC meeting to take up the matter
with State Govt. for its implementation.

During past few years, state governments have brought reforms on stamp duty
collection on articles under their jurisdiction. Now the duty-paying customer can make
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payments on-line and collect the e-Stamp Certificate from the designated government
offices / agents. Stock Holding Corporation of India (Stock Holding), an All India
Institution specialising on central registration service has been designated as Central
Record Keeping and Collecting Agency by most of the state governments. But not all
state governments have brought Bank Guarantee as a permissible article under e-
Stamping. Govt. of Bihar is requested to list the same, if not listed yet.

While e-Stamping has made the revenue collection process easier for Government,
benefits of digitisation have not been fully realised. When banks issue bank guarantee,
the banks other than the Agency banks or their clients need to visit the government
department / Agency bank to collect the e-Stamp Certificate or Stamp Paper. The
physical Certificate / Stamp is made part of the bank guarantee by attaching with and
/ or printing thereon the document as a proof of having paid the stamp duty.

The Digital E-Stamping eliminates the use of physical certificate / stamp and make the
bank guarantee process fully automated. It enables the banking system to move away
from paper based issuance of bank guarantees and helps adoption of international
best practices in transmission of bank guarantees and its amendments.

14 Regulatory & Financial Package

(A) Regulatory Packages

Reserve Bank of India has announced a number of regulatory measures to mitigate
the burden of debt servicing brought about by disruptions on account of COVID-19
pandemic and to ensure the continuity of viable businesses. The salient features of
relevant RBI Regulatory Package communicated to lending institutions are as under:

(i) Rescheduling of Payments: Term Loans & Working Capital Facilities

(a) Term Loans: Lending institutions are permitted to grant a moratorium of 3 months
on all instalments falling due between 15t March 2020 to 315t May 2020. The repayment
schedule and residual tenor of such loans will be extended by 3 months.

In view of the extension of lock down and continuing disruption on account of COVID-
19, this moratorium can be extended by another 3 months i.e, from 1%t June to-31st
August 2020.

(b) Working Capital: Lending institutions are permitted to defer the recovery of
interest applied during 15t March to 315t May 2020 in all such facilities by a period of 3
months. The accumulated interest will be recovered immediately after this period.

In view of the extension of lock down and continuing disruption on account of COVID-

19, this deferment is allowed for a further period of 3 months. Lending institutions, at
their discretion, can convert the accumulated interest for the deferment period upto
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318t August 2020 into a funded interest term loan (FITL) repayable not later tha 31st
March 2021.

(ii) Easing of Working Capital (WC) Financing: The lending institutions may
recalculate the Drawing Power by reducing the margin / reassessing the working
capital cycle. This relief will be available on all such changes effected upto 315t May
2020.

This facility has been extended as under:

>> DP can be recalculated by reducing margins till 315t August 2020, margins to be
restored to original level by 315t March 2021 and / or
>>WC limit can be reviewed upto 31t March 2021 based on reasses

(iii) Classification of Special Mention Account (SMA) and Non-Performing Asset
(NPA):

(a) Moratorium / deferment / recalculation of DP shall not, by itself, result in asset
classification downgrade.

(b) The asset classification of term loans shall be determined on the basis of revised
due dates and revised repayment schedule. In case of working capital facilities, SMA
and out of order status shall be evaluated considering application of interest after
deferment period and the revised terms.

(iv) Interest Subvention (IS) and Prompt Repayment Incentive (PRI) for Short
Term Crop Loans:

Moratorium has been granted for three months on all term loans including short term
crop loans.

To ensure that farmers do not have to pay penal interest and also continue to get the

benefit of interest subvention, it has been decided to continue the availability of 2% IS
and 3% PRI to farmers for the extended period of repayment upto 31.05.2020 or the

date of repayment whichever is earlier for short term crop loans upto Rs 3 lacs per

farmer which have become due between 15t March 2020 to 315t May 2020.

(v) Review of Review Timelines under the prudential framework on Resolution
of Stressed Assets: '

Lenders are required to implement a resolution plan within 180 days of expiry of
Review Period of 30 days.

>> The accounts which were under review period as on 1 March 2020, the period 15t
March to 315t May 2020 will be excluded and the Review Period will resume from 1st
of June 2020.

>> The accounts of which Review Period has expired but the resolution period of 180

days was not over as on 1%t March 2020, the Resolution Period will be extended by 90
days from the date on which the 180-day period was originally set to expire.
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(vi) Others: The rescheduling of payments including interest will not qualify as a
default for the purpose of supervisory reporting and reporting to the Credit Information
Institutions.

(B) Financial Packages

Govt. of India has announced a number of financial packages for MSMEs / Small
Businesses/ Agriculture / Corporates under Atma Nirbhar Bharat to enable them tide
over the disruptions caused by COVD-19. Banks may enlighten the house by informing
steps taken / credit disbursed under various schemes relating to Financial Package
announced by the Central Gouvt.

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74™ QUARTERLY REVIEW MEETING OF SLBC BIHAR |
HELD ON 21.12.2020

The 74 quarterly review meeting of State Level Bankers’ Committee, Bihar was held
on 21%t December 2020 at Adhiveshan Bhavan, Patna. It was presided over by Shri
Tarkishore Prasad, Hon'ble Deputy Chief Minister and Finance Minister, Bihar. The
other participants who attended the meeting were Hon’ble Minister Animal Husbandry
& Fishery Resources and senior officials from State Govt., DFS, Central Govt., RBI,
NABARD, Industry Associations, Public Sector Banks and private sector banks. LDMs
and representatives of district administration participated the meeting through video
conferencing.

1. At the very outset of the meeting, Shri Ajit Kumar Mishra, Assistant General
Manager, SLBC Bihar extended a warm welcome to all the participants.

2. The meeting started with the inaugural speech by Shri Mahesh Deepchand
Goel, Chief General Manager, State Bank of India. Views expressed by him are
summarized below:

(i) The deposits, advances and CD Ratio of the State as on 30.09.2020 were Rs
3,88,000 Crores, Rs 1,59,000 Crores and 43.11% respectively.

(ii) As compared to Rs 50,992 Crores up to Q2 in 2019-20 , banks disbursed Rs 51,585
Crores up to Q2 2020-21.

(iii) The NPAs of banks as on 30.09.2020 was Rs 17,285 Crores i.e. 11.38%. Around
7.26 lakh certificate cases worth Rs 5,500 Crores are pending as on 30.09.2020.

(iv) Certificate cases need time bound disposal and dedicated Certificate Officers
should be posted to ensure this. District administration should take proactive steps to
dispose of cases filed under SARFAESI Act. :

(v) Banks should be provided with access right to Bhoomi Portal for noting their charge
on borrowers’ land.

(vi) Banks disbursed around Rs 3,000 Ciores to 1.41 lakh MSME units under

Guaranteed Emergency Credit Line (GECL) scheme and provided moratorium to 4.66
lakh MSME units on their loans worth Rs 13,000 Crores.
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(vii) Under Agri sector, banks have granted moratorium on loans amounting to Rs
7,500 Crores in 15.20 lakh accounts and Rs 111 Crores as interest subvention to 6.51
lakh farmers for prompt repayment.

(viii) Banks have sanctioned loans to 18,700 street vendors out of which 7,682 loans
have been disbursed. As per feedback received from member banks, Several *C” and
"D” category applications do not have LoR) Letter of Recommendation) . Some
vendors have chosen bank branches as preferred ones which are as distant as 30 KMs.
Some vendors are not turning up to branches despite repeated telephonic requests
and some have migrated to other States for employment. Applications of these
vendors are pending and their disposal warrants State Govt.’s intervention.

(ix) Banks have achieved 57% of MSME-target under ACP and are heading towards
repeating this time also more than 100% achievement. Credit extension to this sector
may further improve if stamp duty on MSME related agreements and mortgages are
rationalized and reduced.

3. Shri Tarkishore Prasad, Hon’'ble Deputy Chief Minister and Finance
Minister, Bihar in his initial address told that the new Govt. has taken over in the
State and priorities are being set to take the State in a pre-decided direction of
development. Banks have been playing important role in the development of the State
and the Govt. has succeeded in reaching to 100% of the target groups of DBT with
the cooperation from banks. However, Govt. has more expectations from banks in
light of its resolve to create 20 lakh employments. The agenda will be discussed in
detail in which all attendees should actively participate.

4.Dr. S. Siddhartha, Principal Secretary, Finance Department, Govt. of Bihar
initiated the agenda-wise discussion which is summarized as under:

(I) CD Ratio : As on 30.09.2020, the CD Ratio of Commercial Banks was 38.64% and
that of RRBs was 52.82%. CD Ratio of the State stood at 43.11% as on 30.09.2020
which is very low as compared to the national average. The 10 districts having lowest
CD Ratio are Munger, Saran, Bhojpur, Arwal, Nalanda, Gopalganj, Darbhanga,
Jehanabad, Siwan and Madhubani.

(II) Achievement under ACP : Up to Q-2, the achievement of Commercial,

Cooperative, Regional Rural and Small Finance Banks under ACP 2020-21 have been
30.62%, 20.45%, 24.78% and 7.19% respectively whereas the consolidated
achievement was 33.39%. Bottom to ten districts with low CD ratio are Arwal, Banka,
Madhubani, Jehanabad, Gopalganj, Supaul, Nalanda, Darbhanga, Siwan & Sheohar. It
is obvious that these are the districts which also figure among low CD Ratio districts.

Banka : Zonal Head UCO Bank told that ACP achievement of Banka district was
6.29% in Q1 which has increased to 19.32% by Q2. He has just taken over the charge
and will personally visit the district to analyze the performance.

Madhubani : Field General Manager, Central Bank of India told that a meeting
was held by the LDM with all banks in the district and reasons have been analyzed.
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Banks have agreed to step up the pace of lending and low performing branches are
being monitored closely. The ACP performance depends largely on Agriculture sector
which is facing hurdles like NPA as high as 30% for CBI. So, there is a need of making
efforts to inculcate repayment culture among borrowers in Bihar. Also, credit
absorption capacity of the sector needs to be augmented in Bihar as a whole.

Nalanda: General Manager, PNB told that he has visited the district and had a
meeting with all concerned and it is hoped that its result will get reflected at the end
of the current quarter. :

Darbhanga, Gopalganj, Siwan: Principal Secretary, Finance Department told that
in these districts lead bank is CBI . The lead bank must monitor these districts more
closely and ensure improvement in performance.

Banks : Among banks, those having low ACP achievement are both the RRBs, UCO
Bank, Indian Bank, Bank of India , Central Bank of India, Union Bank, Indian Overseas
Bank, Axis Bank and HDFC Bank. Bank of India representative told that good number
of loans have been sanctioned and they were hopeful of touching the State average,
Chairman, UBGB told that he joined recently and had a meeting with all operating
functionaries to speed up disbursals and assured that his bank would be able to rise
to expectations. Chairman, DBGB told that as on 30.09.2020 their bank’s ACP
achievement was 32.54% which has rose to 43% as of 30.11.2020. They are holding
meetings regularly with the Regional Managers of all the 20 districts in which they
have their presence and are confident of crossing last year’s ACP achievement of 90%.
Hon’ble Deputy Chief Minister and Finance Minister advised that it would be
beneficial to both borrower and banks if handholding and counselling of borrowers is
done at block level.

(IIT) District-wise performance:

(a) Darbhanga : This district not only has an airport but also it has emerged as a
hub for Makhana & Fish farming. Still it could achieve only 22% of ACP. LDM
Darbhanga cited flood, COVID and under performance of RRB branches as major
reasons for low achievement. Principal Secretary, Finance told flood and COVID has
not happened in Darbhanga only. He opined that a view on LDM is need to be taken
on such an irresponsible reply. SDC Banking or any representative of district
administration, Darbhanga was not present in VC for feedback on performance.

(b) Banka : Banka often figures among low ACP achievers. DDC Banka told that
they have identified potential sectors like silk, honey , tasar, metal handicraft etc. for
credit extension and have been holding regular meetings with bankers but
participation of senior level officials is not happening. The major reasons for low ACP
achievement is that the lead bank in the district, UCO Bank, is itself lagging behind
and has achieved 13% under ACP.

(c) Bhagalpur : LDM told that meetings of banks have been hold at block as well as
district levels and it is hoped that ACP achievement will increase from present level of
22% to State average level.
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(d) Katihar : SDC Banking could not respond on the status and reason for low
performance of the district and LDM was on leave. Principal Secretary, Finance told
that a meeting be called for all SDCs (Banking) at capital headquarters.

(IV) Agri_Sector: KCC, Dairy, Fishery, Poultry :

The Secretary , Agriculture and Animal Husbandry and Fishery Resources
told that despite the fact that Agriculture is the only sector which was not much
adversely affected by COVID, the performance under Agri (ACP) is only 23% and in
KCC only 18%. During PM KISAN drive 4.70 lakh applications were sourced but only
approximately 50,000 could be sanctioned. There may be many bottlenecks in the
issuance of KCCs, but with roll out the facility of On-Line LPC, the major problem
stands addressed. As a part of Aatm Nirbhar Bharat Package, 3.50 Crore KCCs to
farmers and 1.50 Crore KCCs to dairy farmers have to be issued pan India. In Bihar,
the target for financing 15.06 lakh fishermen has been fixed and only 77 applications
have been sanctioned out of around 9,800 applications submitted to banks. Out of
3,23,000 applications of dairy farmers submitted to banks only 3,452 applications
have been sanctioned. On PMFBY portal, details of 1,99,000 applications have been
uploaded but banks claim they have received only around 31,000 applications. In past
also, we have faced problems in tracking KCC applications. So, we strongly need to
have on-line system for KCC to put this problem to an end.

Principal Secretary, Finance Department mentioned that achievement under Fishery,
Animal Husbandry and Poultry is negligible. Applications are submitted to banks but
loans are not sanctioned. Hon’ble Deputy Chief Minister and Finance Minister
advised that there needs to be a close coordination at block level among Bihar Govt.
officials of related departments and branch managers of bank branches. Secretary ,
Agriculture and Animal Husbandry and Fishery Resources assured to work on
developing a coordination mechanism like JEEVIKA.

Scale of Finance (SoF) : Secretary, Agriculture and Animal Husbandry and Fishery
Resources informed the Committee that Scale of Finance for Agri and Allied Agri
activities has been finalized and is available on SLBC website. SLBC has shared this
with all member banks also. He requested all member banks to share the SoF with all
their branches so that it is readily available to them for financing purposes.

Aatm Nirbhar Bharat Package : Many schemes related to agriculture under this
package are related to post production activities i.e. preservation, storage, processing,
packaging, transportation, infrastructure etc. The success of all these schemes
depends on banks because these all are credit linked. Secretary, Agriculture and
Animal Husbandry and Fishery Resources threw light on the following schemes:

~ + Agri Infra Fund : Out of 59 applications, 36 received, 23 sanctioned Rs 10.08
Crores, disbursement: NIL. Banks are requested to disburse all sanctioned
applications which will have a demonstrative effect.

< 10,000 FPOs : Bihar Agri Small Business Consortium has been reactivated.
NABARD is also promoting FPOs.
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< PMFME : Cluster based approach for Makhana etc. under One District One
Product programme.

< PM Matsya Yojana : Projects like Fish Feed Mill, Refrigerated Vehicle,
Insulated vehicles, Live Fish Vending Zones etc. are credit linked. Around 450
applications have been received which will need banks’ disposal.

< Animal Husbandry Infrastructure Development fund : Applications are
being made on Udyog Mitra Portal. There are 17 applications entered on portal
& need disposal.

< Bee Keeping: Bihar is one of the largest producer of honey in the country.
This Central Govt. aided scheme is also credit linked.

< Contract Farming: Bihar Govt. is working on it in light of recent farm laws
enacted by Central Govt. Will need credit linkage once implemented.

* Marketing & Price Discovery : BAWAS has been formed for implementation

which

Bihar Agri Investment Promotion Policy : To be focused on 7 key areas.

Provision of Capital Subsidy. _

Convergence of the schemes of Govt. of India and Bihar Govt. in most

of the schemes launched is available under Aatm Nibhar Bharat Package.

(v) Rural Development :

Prmcmal Secretary, Rural Development department shared the following
developments / concerns with the house:

(i) Rs 1,400 Crore worth credit linkage to SHGs has been done during current FY
against the target of Rs 4,000 Crore.

(i) There are two issues pending with SBI: - (a) SHGs are told to deposit the entire
outstanding at the time of renewal. (b) SHGs are being told to transfer their accounts
from existing branches to branches under newly created vertical (FIMM).

(iii) Bank Sakhis wherever working as CSP are doing well. Banks may allot new or old
being vacated CSPs to Bank Sakhis.

(iv) Dual authentication in loan accounts at CSPs is still to be started.

(v) RSETIs must be staffed as per approved staffing pattern. Credit linkage ratio of
RSETI trained candidates be increased.

(vi) Construction of RSETI building still to be started by PNB- Gaya, Nawada,
Lakhisarai, Patna; UCO Bank — Munger; Union Bank- Samstipur, Khagaria; Bank of
Baroda- Sheohar, Sitamarhi.

PNB representative told that land allotted for RSETI in Bihta is a very low land there
is water logging for a major part of the year.
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(vii) Camps are to be organized on 18™ of January, February and March and all
pendency of SB account opening, Credit Linkage etc. be cleared.

(VI) Department of Financial Services (DFS) :

The views expressed by Shri Bhushan Kumar Sinha, Joint Secretary, DFS ,
Govt. of India are summarized below:

(1) Banks should prepare suitable and concrete strategies to achieve ACP targets.
(i) Coordination machinery at district level be strengthened for better results.

(iif) KCC saturation drive is being monitored at DFS level. Out of 4,94,402 applications
received, 3,50,135 applications have been sanctioned.

(iv) On PMFBY portal, details more than 2 lakh applications are uploaded. However,
only around 40,000 applications have been received by banks of which around 6,500
have been sanctioned. The PMFBY portal data shows various anomalies like 40,000
applications uploaded for a single branch. Banks and Dairy Unions are doing
reconciliation.

(v) - A list of 10,120 applications was received from Fishery’s Department which has
been shared by DFS with SLBC. Banks need to look into and report status.

(vi) Schemes floated by Govt. of India under Aatm Nirbhar Bharat are very attractive
and beneficial for borrowers and banks should go for credit extension under them.

(VII ) MSME SECTOR

The Additional Chief Secretary, Industry Department deliberated matters
related to industries as under:

() The ACP- achievement of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises is 85%, 97% and
191% respectively. We have done well mainly due to the GECL scheme.

(if) Under PMEGP scheme, 11800 applications were forwarded to banks of which 5719
are still pending, 820 have been sanctioned and 696 disbursed.

(iii) Over last five years achievement under PMEGP is declining. Banks should ensure
that targets are achieved and no eligible application is rejected.

(iv) During interaction, DM West Champaran told that 426 applications have been
made under PMEGP in Champaran district of which 54 have been sanctioned, 20
disbursed and 144 returned.

(v) Under the SIPB policy , a total of 1610 applications were received of which 1370
were given stage-1 clearance and out of these, appraisal report for 472 units have
been received, around 900 cases are pending. These need to be expedited.

(vi) These units face a problem in giving security to banks as agricultural land cannot
be mortgaged for non-agricultural purposes as per current laws and conversion of agri
land into non-agri land attracts exorbitant stamp duty. This stamp duty needs to be
relaxed.
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(vii) Joint Secretary, DFS , Govt. of India advised that in order to have a fair
discussion on MSME related issue it would be better to invite Ministry of MSME officials
in SLBC.

(viii) Performance under Stand Up India Scheme is not satisfactory as only 467
branches in the State , out of 7620, have sanctioned loans to 608 beneficiaries. SBI
representative told that SUI has Rs 10 lakh prescribed as minimum ticket size and
branches are facing difficulties in getting SC/ST/Women potential borrowers interested
to have loans of this ticket size. Any lead under this scheme will be welcomed by
banks.

(5) Bihar Chamber of Commerce & Industries : President, BCCI told that NPA

in Bihar is less than national average. Here CD ratio hovers around 40% whereas
national average is far above 60%. MUDRA loan was to steer the business against the
winds of COVID. He appealed banks to be liberal in financing entrepreneurs, business,
traders and industry. :

(6) Bihar Industries Association : Secretary General, BIA told that banks can

themselves source viable PMEGP applications but should avoid dragging the sanctions/
disbursements to last quarter. The average ticket size in CGTMSE is Rs 3 lakh. The
restructuring.and rehabilitation of loans should be done. The stamp duty on loans to
industries in case of registered mortgage is charged 3% and the upper cap of Rs
25,000 is not adhered to. This needs to be clarified to registering authorities by the
concerned Govt. Deptt.

Representative from Registration Department informed that a Committee has been
constituted to look into the issue as it involves amendment in the Act.

The Chief General Manager, SBI requested that like other States, Bihar Govt. also
can rationalize and reduce stamp duty on loan agreements and mortgages to
incentivize the borrowers. He told that stamp duty is required to be paid upfront by
the banks while filing certificate cases. This may be linked to recoveries in the
certificate cases filed.

(7) Laghu Udyog Bharati : The representative from Laghu Udyog Bharati told that
the Micro and Small Units in Bihar are in a poor state as they lack proper institutional

support. BIADA gives lands to MSME units on lease for 99 years but it is not treated
as security for loan. Patliputra and Hajipur Industrial Areas are facing water logging
problem forcing closing down of many industries operating from there. Govt. should
look into and resolve this issue.

(8) Dalit Industries Association: The representative of DIA told that members of

SC / ST are doing bigger projects. He asked for extending all necessary support to
entrepreneurs by the banks, financial institutions and Govt. of Bihar.

(- 9) Bihar Minorities Commission : The Chairman, Bihar Minorities
Commission told that only seven districts are classified as minority concentrated

districts in Bihar whereas many more districts have 20% or more minority population.
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Performance of all schemes in these districts in respect of minorities should be
reviewed as per RBI instructions. The current percentage of credit extended to
minorities is quite low. He appealed the banks to step up financing to minorities for
inclusive growth of all sections of society and concluded saying:

(10) NABARD : Dr. Sunil Kumar, Chief General Manager, NABARD highlighted
the following points in his speech:

(i) Scale of Finance (SoF) for 2020-21 has been finalised by SLTC which has mentioned
that this SoF will hold good for 2021-22 as well. But, in order to factor the increased
cost of inputs, SoF should be determined every year before March. The SoF for
horticulture crops vegetables, fruits, flowers need also to be determined.

(i) Sector-wise disaggregated data should be maintained in respect of term loans to
various sectors.

(iii) LDMs should be entrusted with the responsibilities of Member Secretary of District
Monitoring Committee for Formation and Promotion of FPOs under Central Sector
Scheme in those districts where DMMs are not posted.

(iv) 28 districts in Bihar are credit deficient and need special focus on credit extension.
(v) Schemes under RIDF be financed in 13 aspirational and 28 credit deficient districts.

(vi) NABARD has come out with many concessional refinance schemes; banks should
make use of them.

(11) Reserve Bank of India : Shri Brij Raj, In-charge Regional Director , RBI
shared his views as summarised below:

(i) The next meeting of SLBC will be a land mark meeting being its 75" meeting. SLBC
may trace the beginning of lead bank scheme and gradual development of SLBC
forum.

(ii) He told that after the initial downturn due to COVID banks to do their best to
increase the PSL and overall lending in the remaining period of current year.

(iii) To facilitate achieving of PSL lending RBI has already started the facility of PSL
Certificate. Banks having sizeable PSL lending may lend it to PSL deficient banks ‘and
both will be benefitted.

(iv) Banks have their own strength and NBFCs have their own. If both collaborate they
can achieve the greater good. RBI has introduced co-lending facility where banks can
lend through NBFCs. There is a huge scope of co-lending in Bihar which should be
exploited by banks.

(v) A good number of feedback have emanated from this SLBC meeting and RBI will
further deliberate on them at various forum like Empowered Committee Meeting on
MSME, Empowered Committee Meeting on RRBs etc. to take the things further.
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(vi) Banks should put special emphasis on financing women as they are adhering more
to financial discipline which is evident from SHG financing in Bihar.

(vii) RBI is promoting financial literacy and digitization in the State. Jehanabad was
identified as the first district in Bihar for 100% digitization and almost 83% digitization
(SB accounts) has been achieved. Banks are requested to make all out attempt to
reach 100% digitization there in the stipulated time frame.

(viii) Bihar Global Summit held in the State is a very important event which will help
increase entrepreneurship culture and benefit the MSME sector. Govt. of Bihar and the
business / industry bodies involved in organising it deserve all the appreciation.

(12) Shri Mukesh Sahni, Hon'ble Minister (Animal Husbandry & Fishery
resources) shared some of the concerns of his department as under:

(i) The Fishermen Community is trying to prosper. The banks should support them as
most of them are non-borrowers and non-defaulters.

(i) The details of loans applied for should be available on-line for monitoring and
control as it is being done in many States.

(iiif) The loan applications should be disposed of in a time bound manner.

(iv) The CD Ratio of the State is very poor. There should be a benchmark fixed for the
CD Ratio for the State and banks should achieve the same.

(v) Banks should finance small borrowers liberally which will help generate
employment and arrest migration.

(vii) We are viewing dairy as an Industry and will launch various plans in coming days.
However, its success will depends on banks.

(13) Shri Tarkishore Prasad, Hon’ble Deputy Chief Minister and Finance
Minister, Bihar made his concluding remarks as under:

(i) This is my first SLBC meeting since my assuming the office of Deputy Chief Minister
and Finance Minister of the State. Through the deliberations carried out so far in the
meeting, the priorities and focus area of our Govt. are clear and well conveyed.

(if) We have discussed the ambitious package announced by Central Govt. — the Aatm
Nirbhar Bharat Package. We should work harder to make the most of this package. In
coming days, we will also have to see how we can implement Aatma Nibhar Bihar and
"Saat Nischay Part — II"” of Bihar Govt. Banks will have to play a crucial role in. the
success of these schemes for the development of the State. We could not do much
under ACP due to COVID and the intervening election exercise. But we will have to go
full throttle in the remaining period of current FY.



(iii) Bihar Govt. is targeting to generate 20 lakh employment which, of course, includes
not only Govt. jobs but also self-employment. Bihar is going to start ‘Kaushal Vikas
and Udyamita Vibhag".

(iv) We have seen that out of 38 districts, 18 districts are below the State-average CD
Ratio and 30 districts below State average of ACP achievement. This may lead only
some districts to prosper but Aatm Nirbhar Bihar will not happen. So we will have to
ensure all round achievement in ACP and CD ratio.

(v) Many people of Bihar have reverse maigrated during the Covid period. Let us
enable them establish their self-employment. Please remember that when we finance
a person we are not financing only a person rather we are financing towards the
development of the State.

(vi) It is not that Banks have not played their role. We have been able to take Govt.
schemes to the doorsteps of the targeted populace through DBT and this could be
possible with the help of banks. Whatever development has been achieved in the State
so far, is due to their efforts also. But we need to deepen, we need to expand. We
should increase the number of branches and ATMs in rural areas. We should increase
the number of CSPs and see that every panchayat in the State has at least one CSP.

(vii) Block Level Bankers’ Committee needs to be empowered more for proper
implementation of all plans / schemes. Loans should be followed up right from their
initial stage and not only when they turn into potential NPAs or NPAs.

(viii) Banks should finance and dispose of all the applications of street vendors under
PM SVANidhi Scheme, the flagship programme launched by Govt. of India.

(14) Vote of thanks : Shri Mihir Narayan Prasad Mishra, General Manager
and Convenor, SLBC Bihar extended the vote of thanks to Hon'ble Ministers and all
the senior officials of Bihar Govt., State Govt. , RBI. NABARD and other institutions
present in the SLBC meeting. He also thanked to DFS representative, the
representatives of member banks, LDMs and district administration who joined the
meeting through VC.

The meeting was then concluded.

MINUTES

The 36" meeting of SLBC Sub-Committee on Branch Opening and IT Enabled
Financial Inclusion was held on 01.02.2021 through video conferencing. It was chaired
by Shri Vishal Saxena, Deputy General Manager (FIMM), SLBC, Bihar and was
attended by officials from RBI, SBI, PNB, CBI, Bank of Baroda, Canara Bank, Bank of
India, UCO Bank, Union Bank of India, Indian Bank, HDFC, ICICI Bank, Bandhan
Bank, India Post Payment bank and Utkarsh SFB.

2. DGM (FIMF) extended a warm welcome to the participants of the meeting and
started the discussion as per agenda already circulated among member banks. The
summary of discussions is placed hereunder :

(1) SLBC receives representations from Hon’ble MPs and MLAs regarding opening of
bank branches which are required to be responded to them and DFS in a time bound
manner. These should be responded with utmost care and promptness. As on date,
four VIP references are pending of which responses on three have been just received
from concerned banks. Final reply from Indian Bank regarding opening of branch at
Issuapur is awaited. Canara Bank were to open CSP at Dhobal Bazar and Sihohaat.
Canara Bank representative told that these openings were in final phase and they
would confirm it within 2/3 days.

() In the last SLBC meeting it was decided to map all the CSPs / BCs village-wise /
panchayat-wise. SLBC has provided the member banks a list of districts, panchayats
and villages of Bihar in excel sheet with dropdown facility and has requested to map
their BCs therein. SLBC has received the response from most of the banks. However,
while processing the responses it has been observed that many fields are blank in
data submitted by Indian Bank. Canara Bank , though has submitted data, it is not in
the prescribed format and therefore cannot be processed. Representatives of both
banks assured to submit the amended data.

AGM (SLBC) informed that as soon as the mapping of CSPs with Gram Panchayats
is completed, the exercise of mapping CSPs with Nagar Panchayats will be
undertaken.

() Representative of India Post Payment Bank informed that their 10,424 banking
points in the State conform to the criteria for classification as Banking Outlets as
stipulated by RBI. This gives a big leap to the CSP coverage in the State taking the
total number of CSPs over 30900.

(IV) AGM (SLBC) told that all member Banks have a well structured policy for motoring
the functioning of their CSPs. However, it is only the implementation of the policy in
letter and spirit that would yield desired results and curb complaints. Recently, Social
Welfare Department, Govt. of Bihar has informed that they have received complaints
that amount less than what is mentioned in the withdrawal form was paid to the
account holders at some CSP points. Banks need to sensitize the CSPs in this regard.
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(V) AGM (SLBC) requested that banks should advise SLBC the details of branches
opened by banks in Gram Panchayat buildings, if any.

(V) Discussing the DBT failure issue, it was shared by participant banks that the
failure rate has come down drastically. SLBC representative requested that banks
having more than 5% rejections / failures should submit the details to SLBC.

(VIl) Social Welfare Department had flagged the issue that the banks on merger
mode should take utmost care so that their DBT beneficiary account holders do not
face inconvenience due to merger and change of IFS Codes. Representatives of PNB,
Canara Bank and Indian Bank assured that their banks are taking all required steps to
make the merger seamless and they do not expect such difficulties.

3. DGM (FIMF) requested all member banks to promote cashless transactions by
augmenting on-boarding of customers on various digital platforms e.g. Micro ATMs,
ATMs, PoS, INB, Mobile Banking, BHIM, UPI etc.

The meeting ended with a vote of thanks extended by CM (SLBC) to all the participants
for their active participation in the VC meeting.

2. AGM (SLBC) welcomed the participants to the meeting of the Sub-Committee. As
directed by DGM (FIMM), he read out, for the information of members, the regular
agenda items to be included in the forthcoming SLBC Meeting. Then DGM (FIMM)
requested the members to share their views on inclusion or exclusion of any other
item.

3. RBI representative told that the National Strategy for Financial Inclusion (NSFI) is
an important policy that needs to be implemented by all the stake holders as per the
role assigned to them therein. If this is included as an agenda item for SLBC, it would
get more push and better implementation.

4. Representative from NABARD suggested that:

(i) Fixation of Scale of Finance by SLTC for FY 2020-21 has been done wherein it has
been mentioned that it will be applicable for 2021-22 also. Instead, scale for finance
should be decided for 2021-22 also to factor the increase in cost of agriculture inputs.

(if) Agriculture Infrastructure Fund should be discussed in SLBC meeting under Aatm
Nirbhar Bharat.

5. Representative from Directorate of Institutional Finance, Govt. of Bihar suggested
that TFIIP should be included in the SLBC Agenda as it is being monitored from Govt.
of India level. Also, CLSS should be discussed in detail to increase its coverage. In
addition, Certificate Cases and SARFAESI cases should also be discussed in the
SLBC meeting. '

6. Representatives from PNB, CBI and DBGB agreed that the existing agenda with
suggested inclusions is comprehensive and adequate.

5.1 RURAL SELF EMPLOYMENT TRAINING INSTITUTES (RSETIS)

Rural Self Employment Training Institutes (RSETIs) have been promoted for the
purpose of providing opportunities to rural youth for their skill upgradation leading to
self-employment. These institutes are run and managed by banks with active support
of the Government. RSETIs’ core offerings include their free, unique and intensive
short-term, residential and demand driven training for rural youth with a wide choice
of vocations and hand holding.

There are 38 RSETIs at present in the State. Each district has a RSETI. The banks
that have opened RSET]s are:

PNB-12, SBI-7, CBI-9, Canara Bank-2, UCO Bank-4, BOB-2, UBI-2.

Performance of RSETIs in FY 2020-21

During the FY 2020-21, RSETIs have organized 235 training programmes and trained
6473 unemployed youth to pursue self-employment vocations.

5.2 FINANCIAL LITERACY CENTERS (FLCs)

Pursuant to RBI directives, Financial Literacy Centers (FLCs) have been established
to educate the people with regard to various products and services available in the
formal financial sector.

During the quarter ended December 2020, the Financial Literacy Centres in Bihar have
organized:

a) 230 Special Camps

Besides FLCs, as per RBI instructions, all Rural Branches of banks are required to
conduct at least one financial literacy camp in each month. Financial Literacy Guide,
Diary and Posters designed by RBI, is to be used by the branches in the camps to
explain the basic financial knowledge. All banks are requested to ensure that their
rural branches undertake financial literacy activities using the standard financial
literacy materials.

Rural branches of various banks have organized 5901 financial literacy camps as on
the quarter ended December 2020.The district wise data on Financial Literacy Camps
organised by rural branches in the state of Bihar has been furnished at Page No.173.

5.3 INCLUSION OF FINANCIAL LITERACY IN SCHOOL
CURRICULUM, DIGITAL FINANCIAL LITERACY

Financial literacy is possession of the set of skills and knowledge that allows
individuals to make informed and effective decisions with all their financial resources.

In order make people of the State financially literate; it is proper that the knowledge of
banking, finance, insurance etc. is spread among the budding citizens also. It is,
therefore, imperative that the education of financial literacy is imparted through school
curriculum. Government of Bihar is requested to arrange designing, developing and
including various topics in different class level curriculum on financial literacy with
special emphasis on digital literacy.

6. ISSUES RELATED TO FLOW OF CREDIT

6.1 ENHANCEMENT OF LIMIT FOR REQUIREMENT OF
COLLATERAL IN CASE OF AGRICULTURE LOANS

Consequent to Gol’s recent budget announcements, it has been decided by RBI that
Banks may waive security / margin requirements for agricultural loans uptoRs 1.6
lakhs. Earlier this relaxation limit was Rs 1.00 lakh only. Banks are requested to take
note of the revised ceiling and ensure implementation of the same with immediate
effect to increase credit extension to Agriculture Sector in the State.

3. Keeping in view the overall inflation and rise in agriculture input cost over the years
since 2010, it has been decided to raise the limit for collateral free agricultural loans
from the existing level of 1 lakh to ¥1.6 lakh. Accordingly, banks may waive margin
requirements for agricultural loans upto 1.6 lakh.

4. You are requested to give adequate publicity to this change and instruct your
controlling offices/branches to implement the same immediately.

Digitization of record and online creation of charge online is the ultimate solution in
this regard.
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6.3 RATIONALIZATION OF STAMP DUTY ON LOAN AGREEMENT
AND WAIVER OF MORTGAGE CHARGES OF LAND

Each agreement in Bihar attracts a stamp duty of Rs 1000/-. In any loan around five
to six agreements are entered into with the prospective borrowers which cost them Rs
5000-6000 and prove to be an disincentive to credit extension. Even in the case of
PMEGP loans, the borrowers are required to pay Rs 5000/- to Rs 6000/- as stamp
duty. GoB may consider to waive or reduce stamp duty substantially, say Rs 100/- or
Rs 200/- per agreement, in case of loan agreements by PMEGP / PMMY beneficiaries.
It would boost entrepreneurship and act as an incentive for setting up new businesses.

Waiver of stamp duty on mortgages/ agreements for agricultural loan purposes,
irrespective of loan amount, will be a shot in the arm in agriculture credit take off. GoB
is requested to consider the same.

7. MISCELLANEOUS

7.1 _TIMELY AND CORRECT DATA SUBMISSION BY BANKS /
CONCERNED DEPARTMENTS TO SLBC

Data is being fed by Banks on SLBC portal almost within the stipulated period.
However, correctness of data is still a persistent issue and warrants immediate
remedial measures.

SLBC has been impressing upon member Banks the necessity of data sanctity. SLBC
has drawn the attention of member banks towards this issue vide letter nos.
SLBC/CM/2018-19/228 dated 31.08.2018and SLBC/CM/2018-19/344 dated
15.10.2018.

In its further recent communication, vide letter no. SLBC/CM/2018-19/364 dated
23.10.2018, SLBC has requested member banks see that the data uploaded onto
SLEC site is system generated data which is checked for its correctness before
uploading to ensure that it reflects the true state of affairs of their Banks in Bihar.

In this regard, the kind attention of all member Banks is also drawn towards
instructions contained in para 3.4 of RBI Master circular RBI/2018-19/5
FIDD.CO.LBS.BC.N0.2/02.01.001/2018-19 dated July 2, 2018 on “Revised
Mechanism of Data Flow for LBS fora meetings” for compliance at their end.

7.2 INVESTIGATION OF CYBER FRAUD

As per the suggestion of DFS, Govt. of India, investigation of cyber frauds and other
related issues is a regular agenda item of all SLBCs across the country. A separate
wing has been established at the State Head Quarter for speedy investigation and
disposal of cases related to cyber crimes. Controlling Heads of all Banks operating in
the State are requested to bring to the notice of the State Government instances of
cyber fraud and detection of counterfeit notes so that appropriate steps may be
initiated by the GoB in this regard.
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A sub-committee of SLBC- “Sub-Committee on Digital Payments” has been
constituted and cyber frauds relating to Banking will be on its agenda. '

7.5 DISCUSSION ON POLICY INITIATIVES OF THE GOIl/ GOB/ RBI

(INDUSTRY POLICY/ MSME POLICY/ AGRICULTURE POLICY/ START UP
POLICY ETC.)

Government of India, Government of Bihar, RBl, NABARD and other apex institutions
have been framing / amending / updating various important policies in order to
channelize development / growth in desired direction of the targeted sectors like
agriculture, industry, start up etc. These policies have involvement of various agencies
at different levels including the financial institutions, more particularly the banks. A
better understanding of the policies and the role of and scope for banks therein is
imperative for injecting proper financial assistance.

SLBC endeavours in its meetings to discuss on various policy matters.
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7.6 “DOUBLING FARMER'’S INCOME BY 2022”

The Government of India in the Union Budget 2016-17 had announced its resolve to
double the income of farmers by 2022. This agenda has also been reiterated by the
government in several forums and has acquired primacy from the point of view of rural
and agricultural development.

(a). The strategies to achieve this goal include:
v" Focus on irrigation with large budgets
v" Provision of quality seeds and nutrients based on soil health
v" Investments in warehousing and cold chains to prevent post-harvest crop
losses
v" Promotion of value addition through food processing
v Creation of a national farm market, removing distortions and develop
infrastructure
v' Strengthening of crop insurance scheme to mitigate risks
v Promotion of ancillary activities like poultry, bee-keeping and fisheries.

(b) Acceleration in income generation is significantly dependent on better capital
formation in agriculture. Towards this, banks should revisit their documentation for
crop loans, simplify them where required and ensure speedy sanctioning and disbursal
of loans within specified time limits.

(c) SLBC monitors and reviews the performance of banking developments in the
State/Districts with special reference to Annual Credit Plans, Government Sponsored
Programs, flow of credit to priority sector, etc. for enhancing the flow of bank finance
particularly to the rural areas.

(d) Pursuant to RBI instructions, SLBC, vide letter no. SLBC/CM/2018-19/ dated
06.08.2018, has advised all Lead District Managers to arrange for inclusion of the

subject “Doubling Farmers’ income by 2022" as a regular agenda item in
BLBC/DLCC/DLRC meetings.

(e) SLBC, Bihar also includes in all its meetings topic(s) related to “Doubling Farmers’
Income by 2022”.

7.7 __FUNCTIONING OF CUSTOMER SERVICE POINT (CSP)/BANK
MITRA/ BUSINESS CORRESPONDENT (BC) IDENTIFICATION
IESTABLISHMENT

In recent years, BCs / CSPs have emerged as an important tool of financial inclusion.
These are opened by the Banks at various locations as per RBI guidelines to cater the
banking needs of the public. There is a robust network of 30931 CSPs/ Bank Mitras in
Bihar which is extending banking facilities to the public. This requires further expansion
/ strengthening for covering the uncovered population. Banks are requested to activate
their inactive CSPs, if any, for proper utilization of the CSP network created,
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Bank-wise and District-wise details of Banking Correspondent Agents (BCAs) and
transactions carried out by them have been furnished on Page Nos.140-141

We need to have a database of all CSPs Panchayat/ Block/ District/ Centre-wise/
Bank-wise in the State. Banks are requested to update the details of their CSPs on
SLBC portal so that the consolidated position may be put up before SLBC.

CONTROL MECHANISM OVER THEIR FUNCTIONING

Banks exercise control over the functioning of CSPs through a separate department
set up specially for the purpose of implementing their respective BC models. BCs are
directly accountable to banks for irregularities, if any, on the part of the CSPs
associated with them.

Now-a-days Banks are employing their technology platforms to a great extent for
expanding reach of their BC models and on-boarding more and more number of
customers.

During meeting with Banks, BCs and CSPs on 04.05.2018, the entire gamut of control
mechanism and monitoring was discussed by the Principal Secretary , Finance , GoB
and suggestions emerged were advised to appropriate authority for action.

‘COMPLAINT REDRESSAL IN CONNECTION WITH CSPs/ BANK MITRAs / BCs

Banks are aware of the sensitivity/ risk associated with the BC model and has put in
place effective complaint redressal mechanism for resolving the complaints against
CSPs/Bank Mitras/BCs.

7.8 PRIORITY SECTOR LENDING

As per Master Direction FIDD.CO.Plan.1/04.09.01/2016-17 dated July 7, 2016
(updated up to 05 December,2019) of the Reserve Bank of India, priority sector
lending includes the followings:

(A) Agriculture:
(i) Farm Credit (which will include short-term crop loans and medium/long-term credit
to farmers) (ii) Agriculture Infrastructure and (iii) Ancillary Activities.

(i) Farm Credit:
% Crop loans to farmers,

% Medium and long-term loans to farmers for agriculture and allied activities (e.g.
purchase of agricultural implements and machinery, loans for irrigation and
other developmental activities undertaken in the farm, and developmental loans
for allied activities.)

% Loans to farmers for pre and post-harvest activities, viz., spraying, weeding,
harvesting, sorting, grading and transporting of their own farm produce.

% Loans to farmers up to 50 Lakhs against pledge/hypothecation of agricultural
produce (including warehouse receipts) for a period not exceeding 12 months.
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Loans to distressed farmers indebted to non-institutional lenders.
Loans to farmers under the Kisan Credit Card Scheme.

Loans to small and marginal farmers for purchase of land for agricultural
purposes.

Loans to corporate farmers, farmers’ producer organizations/companies of
individual farmers, partnership firms and co-operatives of farmers directly
engaged in Agriculture and Allied Activities, viz. diary, fishery, animal
husbandry, poultry, bee-keeping and sericulture up to an aggregate limit of 22
Crores per borrower.

(ii) Agriculture Infrastructure:
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Loans for construction of storage facilities (warehouse, market yards, godowns
and silos) including cold storage units/cold storage chains designed to store
agriculture produce/products, irrespective of their location.

Soil conservation and watershed development

Plant tissue culture and agri-biotechnology, seed production, production of bio-
pesticides, bio-fertilizer, and vermi composting. For the above loans, an
aggregate sanctioned limit of 2100 Crores per borrower.

(iii) Ancillary Activities:
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Loans up to %5 Crores to co-operative societies of farmers for disposing of the
produce of members.
Loans for setting up of Agri-Clinics and Agri Business Centres.

Loans for Food and Agro-processing up to an aggregate sanctioned limit of
Z100 Crores per borrower from the banking system.

Loans to Custom Service Units managed by individuals, institutions or
organizations who maintain a fleet of tractors, bulldozers, well-boring
equipment, threshers, combines, etc., and undertake farm work for farmers on
contract basis.

Bank loans to Primary Agricultural Credit Societies (PACS), Farmers’ Service
Societies (FSS) and Large-sized Adivasi Multi-Purpose Societies (LAMPS) for
on-lending to agriculture. ‘

Loans sanctioned by banks to MFls for on-lending to agriculture sector as per
the conditions specified in paragraph 19 of these Master Directions.
Outstanding deposits under RIDF and other eligible funds with NABARD on
account of priority sector shortfall.

(B) Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises: - Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises
in Manufacturing and Service sectors have been defined in MSMED Act 2006 on the
basis of investment in plant and machinery / equipment which is as under:

Investment in plant and machinery

Micro Enterprise

Does not exceed twenty five lakh rupees

Small Enterprise

More than twenty five lakh rupees but does not

(G) Renewable Energy:

Bank loans up to a limit of 15 Crore to borrowers for purposes like solar based power
generators, biomass based power generators, wind mills, micro-hydel plants and for
non-conventional energy based public utilities viz. street lighting systems, and remote
village electrification. For individual households, the loan limit will be 10 Lakh per
borrower.
